REVISED RECOMMENDATION
CONCERNING INTERNATIONAL COMPETITIONS IN
ARCHITECTURE AND TOWN PLANNING

The General Conference of the United Nations
Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization,
meeting in Pans at its twentieth session, from 24 Octo
ber to 28 November 1978,

Recaling that it adopted, at its ninth session (1956),
the Recommendation concerning International
Competition in Architecture and Town Planning.

Noling that the intemational norms and principles
defined in that Recommendation are siill vald,

Considenng, however, that the Standard Regulalions
annexed to that Recommendation require to be brought
up to dale in order to meel present needs In respect
of international competitions in architecture and town
planning more fully and to take into accoun! the
expenence gained,

Having, al its nineteeth session,
adwvisable to proceed with the rewvision of
Recommendation,

Having before it proposals concerning the rewision of
thal Recommendation,

Adopts, the twenty-seventh day of November 1978,
the present revised Recommendation.

The General Conterence recommends that Member
States apply the lollowing provisions by taking whatever
legislative or other steps may be required to five effect,
within their respective lerritones, to the pnnciples and
norms formulated in the present revised
Recommendation.

The General Conference recommends that Member
States bring the present revised Recommendation to
the knowledge of the authorities and organizations
concemed with competitions in architecture and town
planning, and of national associations of architects and
town planners.

The General Conference recommends that Member
States report to it, on dates and in a manner to be
determined by it on the action they have taken to give
effect to the present revised Recommendation.

|. DEFINITIONS

1. (a). For the purposes of the present revised
Recommendation, the designation “international” shall
apply to any competition in which the participation of
architects or town planners of more than one country
Is invited.

(b) Intemational competlitions may be either open or
restncted (i) competitions for which any specialists of
two or more countnes may enter are termed open; (ii)
competitions which are limted to certain specialists
invited by the organizers are termed restricted.

(c) Intermational competitions may consist ot one or
two stages.
